Guidelines For Classroom Snacks

The following policy shall serve to guide and govern classroom snacks.  This policy covers grades 1-8 only.  Preschool and kindergarten operate with a separate policy.
a. Students may bring a single serving of a healthy snack in a container or zip lock baggy.  1 snack per day!
b. It is to be eaten between 9:00AM and 10:00AM at the teacher's  discretion.  NO FOOD IS TO BE EATEN AFTER 10:00 AM.  This may be eaten during recess, but recess will not be lengthened to accommodate snack time.
c. Students are responsible for their own trash and containers. All messes are to be taken care of by the student.
d. Food shall be eaten in the classroom only.
· Sharing or trading of food is not allowed.

· Teachers shall NOT provide from a "reserve" supply for someone who forgot.
e. It is the parents' responsibility to provide a snack for their child only, and then only if the parent chooses to do so.
f. Students will use hand sanitizer prior to eating their snack.
